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MTA Operations

During March 2006, MTA and Teamsters Local 624 approved a
Collective Bargaining Agreement that calls for wage increases
equal to the increase in the Consumer Price Index. For the
budget year, that amounts to 3.16%. Including that raise, plus
other estimated inflationary pressures, MTA’s operating budget
increased only 3.9%. No changes in fares or services are
included in the DRAFT budget which supports this Claim.

Senior Center Operations

Senior Center operating budgets are not developed until later in
the process. However, since 1996, MTA and Senior Centers have
agreed to share equally in the percentage change in LTF funding
available for transit operations. For FY 2008/09, MTA is
requesting $464,880 for Senior Center Operations, an increase of
0.44%, the same change as for MTA Operations.

MTA and Senior Center Capital Program

The Capital Program for the budget year is relatively large at
$1,737,020. Eleven vehicles would be replaced including four for
our Senior Center partners. Funding for planning and
environmental work on the Ukiah Transit Center is again included.
Also, $240,000 would be used for initial work on the Alternative
Fuel Infrastructure project in Ukiah.

Uncertainty

As always, the creation of a budget in March is highly uncertain.
Both federal and state funding is unknown until after our fiscal
year begins. STIP funding is particularly questionable in the
budget year and the future. We are submitting the best
information we have at this time, but respectfully request your
understanding and support in the event that a revised claim is
necessary.
